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In 2010, the Conneaut School District decided to embark on a path which would give our students more flexibility in learning and obtaining their High School Diploma.  Early on in the 2010/2011 school year, a team was formed to investigate the possibility of creating our own Cyber School.  At this same time, our filtering service “Light Speed” introduced a new web based learning interface called “My Big Campus” or (MBC).   The team decided a teacher should experiment with MBC for a semester while we continued our search for an interface for our own Cyber School.  Troy Messeral agreed to try MBC with one of his classes at the beginning of the 2010 school year.  The team informed him to try it for one semester and then we would discuss his impressions.  On the second day of school, Troy asked that ALL his classes be on MBC!  (We knew then that we had found our interface.)
In the following months, MBC became more robust as we were busy converting our curriculum to a digital format.  One thing the team decided right away was that we wanted OUR students to experience OUR curriculum.   We didn’t want to buy a curriculum off the shelf.  When a student of the Conneaut Cyber School graduates and receives his or her diploma, we want him or her to have experienced the same curriculum as our traditional brick and mortar students.  This is very important to us, and we have succeeded in accomplishing this.  

We have built the Conneaut Cyber School to offer our students choices in their education.  Whether a student wants a full cyber experience, or a blended one, we are ready to give them a rich learning experience.  We believe that the future holds many exciting avenues for education and we are committed to being a leader in that future.  Choices will drive a student’s experience and our Cyber School lets us offer some very exciting choices.  In addition, our Cyber School students still get the benefits of brick and mortar experiences such as: field trips, prom, live classes, demonstrations and labs, music lessons, chorus, athletics, face to face tutoring, National Honor Society, and more.
