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	123.1.  ACADEMIC CRITERIA FOR EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES



	1.
Purpose


	The purpose of this policy is intended to promote greater academic achievement in school studies. The policy concerns required academic criteria for participation in extracurricular activities. 



	
	At the present time the Board recognizes and adheres to the P.I.A.A. policy which requires that a student pass four (4) major subjects to be eligible to participate in interscholastic athletics. However, the district's standards are higher and include extracurricular activities such as cheerleading, dramatic presentations, student council, class officers, chorus and band performances which are not a part of the course, e.g., district band and district chorus.



	
	This policy requires the following:



	
	1. Any student failing more than .38 of a credit per marking period or its equivalence shall be ineligible to participate in extracurricular activities.



	
	2. Eligibility for all activities would be determined by the failure of .38 of a credit of the students' final credits at the end of the second semester for the start of the next grading period. A student who attends summer school and corrects deficiencies shall be eligible.



	
	3. A student shall be declared ineligible on any Friday that his/her cumulative grades reflect failure of more than .38 credit or its equivalent.



	
	4. A student declared ineligible on Friday shall be ineligible commencing on the immediate following Sunday through the following Saturday.



	
	5. A student is considered ineligible at the end of the nine (9) week marking period for failure of more than .38 credit or its equivalent shall remain ineligible for fifteen (15) official school days.



	
	6. Any student ineligible for fifteen (15) days shall become eligible on the sixteenth school day providing the report of the immediate preceding Friday meets the criteria of this policy.
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
