LEVEL 1
	LEVEL 1

Minor misbehavior which impedes orderly classroom procedures or interferes with the operation of the school. These misbehaviors can usually be handled by an individual staff member, but sometimes require intervention by other support personnel.
	EXAMPLES

Bus policy violations.
Classroom disturbance.
Classroom tardiness.
Cheating.
Lying.
Petty theft.
Non-defiant failure to carry out instructions. 

Improper use of free-time pass.
Profanity/Obscenity.
Littering.
Loitering.
Improper use of school property or facilities.
Noncompliance with classroom rules or regulations.
	PROCEDURES

Immediate intervention by the supervising staff member or whoever observes the misbehavior.

A record of the offense and disciplinary action is maintained by the staff member.

Repeated misbehavior requires a conference with appropriate school personnel.
	OPTIONS

Verbal reprimand.
Special assignment.
Behavioral contract.
Teacher counseling. 

Withdrawal of privileges.
Strict supervised study.
Demerits.
Detention.
Grade penalty.
Contact parent/guardian.


LEVEL 2

	LEVEL 2

Frequent or serious misbehavior which disrupts the learning climate of the school.

These infractions require the intervention of administrative personnel.

Also included in this Level are misbehaviors which do not represent a direct threat to the health or safety of others, but are serious enough to require corrective action by administrative personnel.
	EXAMPLES

Continuation of Level 1 behavior. 

School tardiness.
Truancy.
Smoking.
Forging notes or excuses.
Disrupting class.
Cutting class.
Abusive language. 

Defiant insubordination.
Disrespectful speech or actions.
Leaving school without permission.
Willful misuse of school property. 

Noncompliance with school rules or regulations.
	PROCEDURES
Referral to the administrator.

Use Disciplinary Referral Form, in triplicate.

The administrator meets with the student and/or teacher before taking action.

The teacher is informed of the action.

A record of the offense and the disciplinary action is maintained by the administrator.

A parental conference may be held.


	OPTIONS
Referral to counselor.
Referral to outside agency.
Corporal punishment.
Suspension.
Repair damage/cleanup.
Time release program.
Academic alternative.
Modified day.
Detention.
Suspension of privileges.
Suspension from attendance and participation in extracurricular activities.
Level 1 options.


LEVEL 3

	LEVEL 3

Acts directed against persons or property, not endangering health or safety of others.

These acts might be criminal, but can be handled by the disciplinary mechanism in the school, depending on school resources.


	EXAMPLES

Continuation of Level 2 behavior.
Fighting.
Vandalism.
Possession/Use of unauthorized substances.
Theft.
Possession of stolen property.
Threatening others.
Possessing/Using or furnishing fireworks.

	PROCEDURES

The administrator meets with the staff after investigating the infraction.

The administrator meets with the student and parent/ guardian.

A record of the offense and disciplinary action is maintained by the administrator.

Restitution is required.


	OPTIONS

Removal from class.
Social adjustment classes.
Alternative program. 

Temporary or full suspension.
Revocation of bus privileges. 

School Board hearing.
Referral to outside agency. 

Referral to policy.
All previous options.


LEVEL 4
	LEVEL 4

Violent acts against another person or property or acts which pose a direct threat to the safety of others in school.

These are clearly criminal acts and always require action by the administration such as immediate removal from school and the intervention of law enforcement authorities, as well as Board action.


	EXAMPLES

Continuation of Level 3 behavior.
Extortion.
Bomb threat.
False fire alarm.
Possession, use or transfer of a dangerous weapon.
Assault/Battery.
Arson.
Possessing, selling or furnishing unauthorized substances.
Commission of crime punishable under state or local law.


	PROCEDURES

The administrator verifies the offense, confers with staff and meets with the student.

The student is immediately removed from school.

Parents/Guardians are notified.

Law enforcement officials are notified.

A complete report is submitted to the Superintendent for Board action.

The student is given a full due process hearing before the Board.


	OPTIONS

Recommended expulsion.
Recommended alternative program.
All previous options.
